As Grand Marshd of the
Pioneer Day Parade, Major
Owens was introduced at the
airport and presented with a
plague identifying him as
Skiatook's "Aviator of the
Millenium." Hewasdso pre-
sentedakey tothedity by Mayor
DonBillups.

Magor Owenswasasopre-
sented with a specid citation
from the Town of Skiatook.
Town Coordinator Rodney Ray
found out about anincident that
took placein Skiatook 60 years
ago. Apparently in 1941, a
young P-38 driver named Jod
Owensand hiswingmanbuzzed
Skiatook's main dreet, doing a
tight pylon turn over the water
tower.

W, whenRodney Ray got
hold of this "infraction of the
law," he just had to do some-
thing aboutit. Ray askedif the

resyou!" said Ray.

Hequietly denied being ahero.
While expressing his gpprecia-
tion for the honors bestowed
upon him, hetold the audience
thered heroesare™thoseof Sep-
tember 11th and those on our

front linesin thiscrissweface
today."

Whileat the microphone,
Owensintroduced anoldfighter
buddy and 60-year friend, Tom
Maloney of Cushing, OK.
Maoney was dso aP-38 pilot
and WWII ace. A week before
the Pioneer Day/Hy-Infegtivd,
Owenshad cdled Maloney to
askif Madoney couldridealong
in the parade. Owens said
Mal oney hadlearned of theup-
coming events and planned to
beinthecrowdto"booandhiss’
asJod went by. (Fighter pilots
show no mercy to each other.)
Jod figured if Tomwereinthe
parade, hecouldn't booandhisd

to have Joel and Tom come
homeand"fly withus’ onthis
special day. We're really
thankful for what they and all
their other buddiesdid for our
country and usso many years

ago.

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snce WWI and many smdler conflicts. In
theseroles, aviation hasunfortunately but
necessarily brought desth and destruction.

And now, since September 11, weare
acutely aware that aviation can aso bea
very effectivetool for terrorism.

S0, these thoughts bring me to aba
Sc question: is the world better because
of aviation?

| believe the answer is“yes,”evenin
the face of some of its less humanitarian
uses. Thething that aviation doesbestis
to introduce us to our neighbors. In the
early days, it was neighbors from other
towns. Then, asaviation technology ad-
vanced, it wasneighborsfrom other states
and across the entire country. Now, we
are getting to know our neighbors on a
truly globa scale,

Why isthisimportant? Because, by
being introduced to our neighbors, we
cometo know the smilaritiesand differ-
encesinpeoplefromfar avay placeswith
different customs and beliefs from our
own. If we arethoughtful people, we see
that there are other legitimate ways to
think, experience the world, and believe
than those we, in our wedlth and isola
tion, have grown up with.

It is much harder to hate people one
has come to know. I'm reminded of a
truestory | heard on theradio afew days
ago. Inthemonthsprior tothe Chrissmas
season of 1914, Britishand German troups
were stalemated in mud-filled trenches a
few hundred feet gpart on either sde of a
cratered and corpse-strewn no-man’sland
in the southern portion of the Ypres Sa-
lient, France. Thefightinghad beenfierce,
each Sdehaving repelled thehated enemy
inchargeafter charge.

Sincethefighting had Salemated, the
troops spent mogt of their time dedling
with the mud and taking occasiond pot-
shots at one another.

As Christmas approached, troopson
both sdesreceived food, gifts, cigarettes,
warm clothing, etc, from their govern-
ments and their families. The Germans
evenhad small Chrismastrees, eschwith
candlesclipped onto the branches.

Soon, each sdewas signing Chrigt-
mas hymns, often the same ones. When
one sdefinished ahymn, the other side,
not to be outdone, would send over an-
other hymn-- a compstitive “volley” us-
ing music rather than mortars.

On Christmas Eve, the Germans put
their Christams trees on the pargpets of
their trenches and lit the candles- hun-
dredsof smdll, glowingtrees! TheBritish
eyed the Germans but did not shoot at
them. Each side began shouting good
Christmas wishes to the other and soon
thetroopsbeganwarily lifting their heads
and looking at one another acrossthe ex-
panse between them.

Of course, military commanders on
both s desissued ordersbanning such“ frat-
ernization,” but it continued anyway. Soon,
Germanand Britishsoldiershad metinthe
middle of no-man’sland and negotiated a
trucetolag through Chrigmasand,insome
aress, through New Years Day.

A Visit From Bill

Next totheearly Piper 34 Cub Coupe,
our favorite Cub is the Vagabond. Oh,
the J-3isokay, if youwant tofly fromthe
back sest, but the Coupe and Vagabond
both have real sde-by-sdetogetherness.
Thelatter, dsoknownasthe PA-15(ATC
800) and later as an improved PA-17
"Vagabond Deluxe' (ATC 805), wasone
of Piper'smost basic aircraft, having ab-
solutely nofrillsor extrasand priced a a
modest 1948 price of only $1995.

But, it is not so much the old Vaga:
bondswearethinking about today, asitis
the memory of avigt fromold Bill Piper
himsdf, flying (you guessed it) a PA-15
Vagabond.

The exact date and year have been
clouded by time, but it wasprobably late
in the summer of 1949 when light air-
craft sdeshad dowed considerably. The
Piper folks concentrated on moving the
low-priced PA-15 (and later the more
deluxe PA-17) with some early success.
But soon those sales aso began to bot-
tom out. Then, Mr. Piper decided to
make the rounds of his dedlers and dis-
tributors, doing his own market survey
while enroute. At the time, we had an
obscure Piper dedlershipin Butte, Mon-
tana, so Bill Piper, who was not one to
schedule formal visits, merely dropped
into see usand find out what was going
on.

When we looked up that late sum-
mer afternoon and observed the little
yellow Vagabond tacking itsway toward
our parking area, sdlecting atiedown, and
lurching to a stop, we had no idea that
oneof thesmall aircraft greatsof all time
wasabout to disengage himsalf fromthe
little cabin and extend his hand with a
amile

"NamesBill Piper,” he said, clamp-
ing his gray felt hat on his head over a
thatch of slver hair and reaching for a
rumpled coat to match his rumpled blue
business suit. Histie was askew and he

waswearingawrinkledwhiteshirtinneed
of a good laundry. The well-known
"Cessnapress' wasaso applicabletothe
Piper airplanepilot.

Mr. Piper wasn't much for small talk,
but discussing airplanes and the airplane
businessnever rated asamdl talk withhim.
He sttled into an old wooden armchair
and talked about hisairplanes, thefuture,
the upcoming tricycle-geared model
(whichbecamethe PA-22 Tri-Pacer, CAA
approved in December 1950), and his
plansfor afuture smal twin (the earliest
of thenew light twins, the PA-23 gpproved
inearly 1954).

During our discussion, Bill Piper
laughedand said, "My airplanesmight not
be the biggest, flashiest, or the most so-
phisticated, but they are the money-
makingest and don't you forget it!"

We were al impressed that the head
of amgor smal arcraft manufacturing
company would take the time to person-
aly contact operatorsinthefieldinan ef-
fort to promote saes, flying adone and
demondtrating oneof hisown. Also, im-
pressive was his directness, gruff sncer-
ity, and that touch of down-to-earth cha-
rismathat so many of the old time avia-
tion hands had.

Needless to say, Mr. Piper was very
interestedin our prospectsfor Piper sales,
noting that wehad acuriousmix of Cessna
120s and 140s, Aeronca Champs, and a
Beech Bonanza. Wewerequick to show
him we had indeed sold some Pipersin
the padt, at the same time showing great
interestin hisforthcomingtricycletrainer.
We got the feding, however, that he felt
we could have donemuch better for Piper
Alircraft.

Next morning, with aclean shirt and
asquarely-knotted tie, but with the same
wrinkled bluesuit, the clean-shaven CEO
of the Piper Aircraft Corporation climbed
intohislittleyelow Vagabond. Weswung
the prop for him and he waved goodbye
as he headed west to drop in on and chat
with hisnext dedler.

We never saw Mr. Piper again, but
recently the United States Postal Service
saw fit to issue a postage samp in his
honor, thereby considerably upgrading
their image, inour opinion.

Incidentally, the next year, wedid or-
der one of the first Tri-Pacers (N642A)
andjust asBill Piper promised, it madeus
afew bucks.

sort through the bodies, and bury ther
dead.

Inorder to* get the
war going” again, commanders on both
sdes were forced to replace their troops
with new combatants who were not
“tainted” by the Christmasgoodwill.

Now, in 2001, asweaggresively pur-
Sue the present necessary war, let us dll
remember thisstory. Let usall pray that,
even as we wage war, we humbly keep
thoughts of peace uppermost in our
minds, and be always ready to dispense
justice and lovingkindness, even to our
vanquished enemies. After dl, we will
haveto live with these peoplewhen this
isover!

America’s Skies

So much has already been said and
written about the tragic September 11
attack on our country, that | wondered
what | could add. We are all dealing
with our sorrow and anger in our own
ways. As| have kept up to date with
the newsreportsand seen the effect this
has had on aviation, | began to realize
just how much " collateral” damage has
been done. | don't mean physical dam-
age; | mean damageto our way of avia-
tionlifeinthiscountry.

The United Statesof Americaisthe
very birthplace of modern aviation. We
lead the world in technology and in
aviation freedom. The freedom of
flight privileges we enjoy are un-
matched by any other country in the
world. Notice that | use the word
"privilege." Look closely at your pilot
certificate-- minesays, "Earl C. Downs
has been found to be properly quali-
fied to exercise the privileges of Air-

line Transport Pilot." Our freedom of
flight is not aright guaranteed by our
constitution. Our freedom of flight is
earned by us and bestowed upon us by
our fellow countrymen through an
elected government. Our elected gov-
ernment responds to its constituents
and an overwhelming number of these
constituents respond to what they see,
hear, and read in the mass media.

A seemingly surprised publicisask-
ing, “Can anyone just come to the
United Statesand learnto fly? Can gen-
eral aviation pilots fly anyplace, any-
time they want? I's such freedom safe?
Perhaps these *Piper Cub’ pilots (ac-
cording to the mass media al us pri-
vate pilots fly Piper Cubs) have too
much freedom. Perhapsthey havetoo
many privileges.”

Thefreedom to fly our magnificent
American sky hasbeen damaged. This
very freedom was used against us and
now it is up to us general aviation pi-
lots to build a wall of understanding
and compassion to thwart another at-
tack. The attack | am talking about
thistime may comeintheform of los-
ing the privileges we hold so dearly.

Sure, we do train the world's pi-
lots. Training in the United States is
high quality and affordable. Open
skies, lots of airports and asmall per-
centage of restricted airspace speed the
processand improve cost effectiveness.
The murdering terrorists evaded our
immigration laws and then used our
aviation system against us. We have
already seen Federal and State
legislaors proposing that flight schools
and flight instructors take on the bur-
den of identifying potential |awbreak-
ers and murderers. We in aviation
know this is not the answer, but to a
hysterical mass media and a gravely
concerned public, thismay seemlikea
good idea.

You and | must answer the call to

responsibly demonstrate that we " Piper
Cub" pilots are not the problem. We
are also victims of the horror of Sep-
tember 11th. We must be the voice of
reasonability and we must demonstrate
our commitment to the responsible use
of the systemwe operatein. Letstake
alook at what we can do.

First and foremost, stay up to date
with what is going on. We have new
terms such as Temporary Flight Re-
strictions (TFR) and Enhanced Class
B airspace. Many of the war-related
notices to airmen (NOTAM's) are is-
sued as Flight Data Center (FDC)
NOTAM's. Many times a TFR will
change a rule or regulation-- that is
what FDC NOTAM's are used for.
Instrument pilots are used to these but
they are something many VFR pilots
are not used to dealing with. Every
pilot, including thoseflying ultralights,
should call a Flight Service Station
(ESS) prior to every flight or series of
flightsto determine TFR and NOTAM
status. We should all call Flight Ser-
vice even prior to |local pattern work
or for ashort flight to another |ocal air-
port. Thisisespecialy important if you
operate near the Tulsa or Oklahoma
City/Tinker Class C airspace. Any
credible threat to security at these air-
ports could lead to a shutdown for all
flying within, under and over these air-
spaces. Remember, the nation wide
FSS phone number is (800) WX
BRIEF.

| almost fell into the "not knowing
trap" myself. | don't pay much atten-
tion to collage football (I realize that
for some of you this admission will |
relegate this column to bottom of the
bird cage) and was unaware the
Stillwater Airport was closed because
of an OSU football game. Fortunately,
my call to FSS clued mein.

Keep your radio turned on and
turned up. If you are not using it for

communications, tuneitto 121.5 MHz
and turn the volume up. Any national
emergency announcements will be
transmitted on this frequency. Don't
use 121.5 Mhz for communication un-
lessyou have no other choice-- just use
it to listen on. If you have two com-
munication radios, keep one tuned to
121.5 MHz.

VisittheAOPA and EAA web sites
for detailed information, but remem-
ber, they may not be as current as the
latest NOTAM. Good placesto go on
the Internet are www.eaa.org,
www.aopa.org, and faa.gov.

We have been put in a position in
which we must prove that we deserve
our privileges. One general aviation
pilot actually tried to "sneak™ under the
radar during the airspace shutdown fol-
lowing September 11th. Needless to
say, it didn't work and he jeopardized
flying privilegesfor al of us. A wan-
ton violation or an inadvertent viola-
tion of special flying restriction will all
be reported by the mass media as an
indication of the threat general avia-
tion posesto our security. We must be
professionals.

If you are not sure how about
how all this affects you, ask aflight
instructor for some advice. The
people at the FAA Flight Standards
District Office (FSDO) in Oklahoma
City will be glad to offer advice and
information. You can call them at
(405) 951-4200.

Become a spokesman for general
aviation. Talk tofriendsand neighbors
about the importance of our free skies
and the value of our aviation industry.
In short, fly responsibly. You have
worked hard to earn your privilege to
enjoy the freedom of Americas sky.
Letsall work harder to keep that privi-
lege.

“Examiners” to “Safety Counselors” in One Fell Swoop

It surprises some pilots to learn
that Deisgnated Pilot Examiners
(DPEs) must also take practical
tests, and undergo continued train-
ing. Most pilotsfeel the need to ad-

dress DPEs as "Your Airworthi-
ness,"” so it is natural to think there
isnothing more that examiners need
prove. Wrong.

With winter come the recurrent
rides, seminars, classes, and tests
which DPEsface. Sometimes, much
to apilot applicant's chagrin, the ex-
aminer innocently asks if he or she
would mind a “passenger” or “ob-
server” during the proceedings. If
you encounter this, your examiner
has not singled you out for greater
torture-- the FAA mandates that
Principal Operations Inspectors
(POI) observe each examiner con-
duct a complete practical test from
start to finish. Lots of Oklahoma
DPEs must meet thisrequirement in
the closing months of each year.

Truly, for an applicant, itiscold
comfort to hear an examiner explain
that the FAA Inspector sitting in the
back is there to observe the exam-
iner, not the applicant! Still, with
all the stress that this brings, most
applicants do well, and applicant
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stress subsides when the test ends.

Not so for the examiner. On No-
vember 13, we met in Oklahoma City
for part of our ongoing training. We
reviewed procedures and concerns
that bore normal peopleto tears, but
riveted examiners' attention like a
perfect chandelle.

Then came the news: DPEs will
also now be appointed by the FAA
as "Aviation Safety Counselors"
(ASCs). ASCs have agood history
in the Federal Aviation
Administration's arsenal of public
service. Traditionally, they have
been experience, respected pilots
who have adesire for aviation to be
better in all respects, hinged always
on safety and public perception.
ASCs conduct safety seminars and
other festive, fun activities, counsel
pilotswhose actions may need gentle
review, and answer questionsthat pi-
| ots sometimes have but prefer to not
ask the FAA. This strengthens the
FAA's old plea that pilots having
such questions should contact |ocal

pilot examinerswhenever practical.

Having examiners also serve as
Aviation Safety Counselors should
save the FAA some workload. To a
degree, the ASC role is not much
different than what examiners have
done anyway.

The greatest difference is that,
when acting as a DPE, the examiner
fully represents the FAA Adminis-
trator. However, when an examiner
acts as an ASC, he or she is not a
representative of the Administrator.
There may be some future confusion
over thisissue. We hope not.

The other question is how much
extratime will be required of DPEs
to perform the volunteer ASC du-
ties. Like most of the rest of soci-
ety, our jobs already intrude on our
personal lives. Time will tell asto
how successful we will be at balanc-
ing our personal lives with our de-
sire to perform the ASC functions
well..

TRAVELER'STHROMBOSIS

Thedeathswerefor themost part due
to pulmonary embolus (PE), a blockage
of the arteries leading from the heart to
thelungs. Inthese cases, theemboli were
caused by blood clots that formed in the
deep tissue areas of thelower legs, acon-
dition known as Deegp Vein Thrombosis
(DVT). Proposedfactorsthat cause DVT
and PE are dehydration, hypoxia, excess
acohoal, and prolongedimmohility, anong
others.

Theconditionwasfirg recognized by
aphysician who traveled from Boston to
Venezuda in 1946 on a non-stop flight
lasting 14 hours. Theterm" economy dass
syndrome’ was coined in 1977 by two
Britishresearchers, Symingtonand Stack.
Theterm suggeststhat the condition does
not occur inbusinessor first class-- avery
mideading Satement.

The subject matter for this month's
column came from an article in the Sep-
tember 2001 issue of the Aviation Space
& Environmental MedicineJournal. The
articlereportsresultsof other studiesthat
have investigated the link between air
travel and DVT/PE. Significantly, none
of thestudiesconclusively indicated risks
specificto air travel. One study showed
that air travelers have basically the same
risk asnon-air-travelers, whentheresults
are adjusted for age and sex.

However, eventhoughthestudiesdid
not establishaconclusvelinktoair travel,
DVT and PE are very serious and poten-
tidly fata conditions. Reasonableprecau-
tions should be taken during air travel or
any other activity that tendsto confine a
person's movements for long periods of
time. | agree with the author that it isa
good idea to change positions often and
to walk about the cabin when appropri-
ate. | dsorecommend additional precau-
tions, including maintaining good hydra-
tion (drinking lotsof water) and avoiding
excessacohal.

For people who are prone to DVT,
the use of elastic compresson hosiery is
adsoagoodidea. Compressonhosieryis
knitted with dastic threads that apply a
graduated pressuretothe lower leg, with
maximum pressure at the ankles gradu-
aly lessening up the length of the stock-
ing. Thiscompressionforcesbloodfrom
the veins near the skin into the primary
deep vein system, thus preventing back
flow and pooling of bloodinthedegpveins
and stimulating the venous pump vaves
to achieve proper blood flow to thelungs
and heart.
